


Unhardened products can be diluted
with hydrocarbon compounds such as
Xylene, Toluol and Cetone, Esters, and
Alcohol. Tools should be cleaned im-
mediately after use. After hardening,
the products can only be cleaned with
methylene chloride or burning.

Always keep the container tightly
sealed when not in use, and never
expose the hardener to temperatures
in excess of 100° F.

Wood & Stone products are chemi-
cally inhibited to extend shelf life and
improve consistency. Storage tem-
perature, however, is an extremely im-
portant factor in maximizing the shelf
life of these products. The materials
should be stored in a cool environment
(50° F) whenever possible and should
never be exposed to direct sunlight.
If these storage procedures are fol-
lowed, this product should have a us-
able shelf life of at least one (1) year.
