General Description

The Akabond epoxy products are two-part, epoxy based
adhesives and fillers designed for use with natural stone,
especially granite. They are especially well suited for
exterior applications.

Characteristics

Akabond epoxy products are solvent free, two-compo-
nent adhesives, with excellent freeze thaw durability.
They are designed for structural repairs and they bond
well with materials other than stone and have a low sen-
sitivity to changes in temperature. Akabond 300eFL is a
flowing, translucent honey colored medium viscosity
fluid similar to a thick syrup. Akabond 321KG is a honey
colored high viscosity gel that is resistant to sagging.
Akabond 322KG is a light grey, high viscosity paste that

‘Il not sag. All formulations cure by combining the
resin and hardener in an easy 2 to 1 ratio.

Applications

Akabond products are excellent for granite, outdoor in-
stallations, and applications requiring stone to be bonded
with other materials such as concrete, glass, metal, and
wood. They are also suitable for laminating slabs, mend-
ing or patching broken or chipped stone Each product
is best suited for the following applications:
Akabond 300+FL - Flowing Epoxy for general repair and
bonding of horizontal pieces. Filling cracks and holes.
Akabond 321eKG - Gel Epoxy for general repair and
bonding of vertical pieces where minimal sag is desir-
able. It can also be used to fill large holes.
Akabond 322¢KG - Paste Epoxy for general repair and
bonding of vertical and overhead pieces where minimal
sag is desirable. It's relative low cost makes it ideal for
non-visible applications.
Please Note: Standard Akabond Epoxy products will yellow
if exposed to UV rays. We recommend using Akabond UV
stable epoxy products for light colored stone applications.

Precautions and Safety

\__bserve all safety measures as described on the con-
tainer and on the product MSDS. Avoid contact with
skin, eyes and respiratory system. Use protective gloves
and always work in a well ventilated area.
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Coloring

Akabond products are easily colored to match any stone
using our Epoxy Coloring Pastes. The best shade can
be obtained by mixing the product to a shade slightly
darker than the actual stone color.

Directions for Use

Preparation

All surfaces must be dry and free of grease, oil, efflores-
cence and dust. Akabond products will bond to moist sur-
faces. However, a dry surface will provide the best re-
sults.

Application

If needed, Epoxy Coloring Paste, should be added to
Resin “A” before mixing with Hardener “B”. The correct
ratio of Resin “A” to Hardener “B” is 2 to 1 by volume.
Too much or too little hardener can significantly im-
pact the bonding strength properties.

Ambient temperature also affects curing time. Warmer
temperatures speed the curing process, while lower tem-
peratures will slow the curing process. Minimum ap-
plication temperature is 5°C (40°F).

These products should be mixed thoroughly until color
is uniformly blended. At 20°C (68°F) the mixtures are
workable for about 20 - 55 minutes (see physical prop-
erties table). The product should not be worked once
gelling has begun. Once the product becomes rub-
bery, excess material may be removed with a razor
blade or chisel.

When bonding stones, clamps and jigs should be used
to ensure that a thin bond layer (less than .4 mm) is
achieved, thereby providing the strongest bond.

After curing, the stone piece may be further processed
without damaging the material.
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
